Atmospheric Stability and Inversions

A defined inversion will form overnight that will require a temperature of about 15 to fully erode.
This will occur near 11:00 am Thursday. The very light wind field will make is difficult to quickly
disperse and smoke build up, and good venting could be a problem.

Confidence

Generally good. The light wind regime could well result in variable wind directions today and
Thursday. The fire itself may have a greater influence on the wind field.

Outlook for the Next 3 Days

The upper ridge will continue to build over the NWT, and actually become an Omega blocking
pattern over the weekend. Temperatures will climb progressively higher into the weekend, with
RH reading correspondingly dropping. By Friday RH reading should be into the upper twenties.
And by Sunday RH values look to fall into the lower twenties. This will couple will warm
temperatures to produce the likelihood of cross-over come Sunday.
